The Journal is happy to receive articles in any format for refereeing, but requests contributors to get their articles into the house style once they are accepted.

Please follow these instructions very closely.

Please use Times New Roman, 14 point.

Please set the page margins to: top and bottom: 2.54 cm. Left and right: 3.17 cm.
Line spacing: single

First line indent: 0.5 cm

Hanging line indent: 0.5 cm

Text should be justified. Please leave one space after commas, semicolons and colons, two spaces after full stops.
Quotations of more than four lines should follow the style: body text first indent, selected from Word Styles.

References and endnotes:
Please use endnotes. Please use the Word system for endnotes. Endnotes should be inserted after punctuation, not before,
 as in the example I have just given. Please set the Number Format to 1, 2, 3 – in Word 2007 and subsequently you do this by going to the References tab, and then clicking on the little arrow at the right hand end of Footnotes.

References go in footnotes. Some examples:
Single authored book, first reference:

Frederick Neuhouser, Foundations of Hegel’s Social Theory. Actualizing Freedom   (London: Harvard University Press, 2000), p. 144.

Next reference if there is nothing in between: Ibid, p. 155.

Next reference if there are intervening references to other works:

Neuhouser, Foundations of Hegel's Social Theory, p. 165.

(There are no exact rules for how you shorten a title – use common sense)

References to Marx and Engels:
K. Marx, ‘Wild Songs’ (1837/41) in MECW, Vol. 1, pp. 22-24.
The first reference to the collected works should include:

(In all subsequent notes, the standard abbreviation MECW refers to Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels, Collected Works, London, 1975-2004, 50 volumes).

References to the works of Marx and Engels should ideally be either to the collected works in English or to MEGA2, although authors will have reasons for using other Marx and Engels sources in some instances.

First reference to the journal article:
D.R. Kelley, ‘The Metaphysics of Law: an essay on the very young Marx’, American Historical Review, Vol.83, 1978, pp. 350-367.

Subsequent references:

if straight after:

Ibid., pp. 360-66.

If there are intervening references:

Kelley, ‘The Metaphysics of Law’, p. 352.

First reference to a book chapter:
Allan Wood ‘Hegel’s Critique of Morality’ in Ludwig Siep, Grundlinien der Philosophie des Rechts. Klassiker Auslegen (Berlin: Akademie Verlag, 1997), pp.  147-166, here: p. 153.

Subsequent references:

straight after:

Ibid., p. 150.

If there are intervening references:

Allan Wood 'Hegel's Critique of Morality', p. 155.

When you have finished your endnotes, please format them as follows:

Font: Times New Roman, 12 point

Alignment: justified

Outline Level: Body Text

Indentation: left: 0.47 cm
right: 0

line spacing: single

When you have done this you will still need to fiddle with the endnotes to get the first lines of each footnote to line up with the rest. It never seems to work precisely for some reason.

At the end of your last endnote, leave a line and then put: Address for Correspondence: and then put your e-mail address.
